He established a 
restaurant in 1989 to showcase their international award-winning wines. A state-of-the-art 
winery operation and tasting room now adjoins the facility. 
 
Nick Ferrante is a former member of the Ohio Grape Industries Committee, chaired by Boggs. 
Established in 1981 by the Ohio General Assembly, the Grape Industries Committee works to 
create viable, income-producing grape enterprises in the state of Ohio by providing marketing 
and promotion efforts to generate and expand new markets for grapes and grape products and 
conducting research to improve the quality of grapes and profitability of grape growing as an 
agribusiness.
